After fleeing from his home during an attack from the Government troops 14 years ago, Ker Kuol
(27yrs old) is returning to the region around Malony to be united with his family members that
survived the war.

Ker recently completed his nursing degree and will spend the next 2 months helping Sabet and Suzy
from In Deed and Truth by working in the clinic in Tonj. Ker will also be co-ordinating other projects for
KAS prior to the major trip next year in March.

After paying for his own flights and donating $1000 to medicine, we want to thank him for his
generosity to his people and pray that he will find his family.
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KILI CLIMB ...

In March 2012 we are holding a major fundraising trip to Sudan where a group of 9 people will be
climbing Mt Kilimanjaro (Tanzania). It is the highest mountain in Africa at 5,895 meters or 19,341 feet
above sea level. Though the climb is technically not as challenging as when climbing the peaks of the
Himalayas or Andes, the altitude, low temperature and high winds make it a difficult and dangerous
trek. The purpose of the climb is to raise awareness of the plight of the village of Malony and also to
raise much-needed funds to further assist the village in the building of a permanent school and
medical center.

On completion of the climb we will be meeting up with KAS Chairman Roger Brook, and continuing on
to the village of Malony to evaluate and assist with current KAS projects.
